Lodging Details

o Retreat Center Style (hotel-style) & The Cottage Lodging: Linens (bedding, pillows,
towels, and wash cloths) are provided for guests staying in this style lodging.

e (Cabin Style Lodging: Guests staying in this style lodging will need to bring their own
linens (bedding, pillows, towels, and wash cloths).

e Our lodging areas are not air conditioned, so guests may find it helpful to pack a fan
during warm months. All lodging areas are heated for winter months.

e GENEVA’s lodging areas are not equipped with refrigerators or irons.

Clothing
o We recommend packing comfortable clothes and layers to ensure you're prepared!
The general atmosphere at GENEVA is casual; however, dress for your specific event
will be determined by your group leader.
e The weather can change quickly near the Lakeshore. We recommend checking the
forecast for Holland, MI (Lakeshore if able) to help you prepare for your time onsite.
